TOUCH KEYS & WINDING CROWN OPERATION:

Read First:

. For every time you want to function the four touch
keys: [MODE], [SELECT/ RESET], [ADVANCE/ SET]
& [ST/ SP], make sure they are in activation status
as the touch keys will be automatically locked if no
key is being pressed for 30 seconds.

. There are two ways to lock the touch keys:

. Automatically lock after 30 seconds if no key being
pressed.

. Manually lock by below steps within 3 seconds.

Hold [ADVANCE/SET] for approx. 1 second, and then
slide on the screen from [ADVANCE/SET] to
[SELECT/RESET] in an anti-clockwise direction.

If the touch keys are being locked, the display will go
through 3 modes for indication.
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3. To unlock the key, please follow below within 3 seconds:
Hold [ADVANCE/SET] for approx. 1 second,and then slide
on the screen from [ADVANCE/SET] to [SELECT/RESET]
in a clockwise direction.

If touch key is being unlocked, the display will go
through 3 modes for indication.

. The touch surface is sensitive to water, human body and
metal objects, getting close to either one may cause mode
change.

. When touch surface is in contact with water, none of the
functions can be activated. Once touch surface gotten wet,
gently pat it dry and leave it for 5 minutes, the touch key
function will be resumed.
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TOUCH KEY OPERATION:
1. Activate the touch keys (follow P. 2 Read First point 3).

2. Touch the [MODE], [SELECT/ RESET], [ADVANCE/ SET] or [ST/ SP] for the corresponding
function according to the instruction manual by pressing lightly on the activate area step by step.
3. For the best performance, it is recommended to touch on the grey areas of the screen as indicated

in the below diagram.
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4. Larger contact points lead to better touch key sensitivity.
A small contact area may cause no response.

CROWN OPERATION:

Analog time setting:

1. Pull out the crown to position 1.

2. Turn the crown to set the desired time.
3. Push the crown back to normal position.

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MODE OPERATION:

There are 3 digital display modes:
1. Time Mode

2. World Time Mode

3. Chronograph Mode

Operation:
1. Activate the touch keys (follow P. 2 Read First point 3).
2. Press the [MODE] key to switch between display modes according to the above sequence.



DIGITAL TIME MODE:

. Real time display in 12 / 24 Hour format

. Scrolling display

. Sequence: Day -~ Month - Day of week - Week number

. Activate the touch keys (follow P. 2 Read First point 3).
Press [ST/SP] to select the speed of the scrolling display.
Three levels of speed are available: quick, moderate and
slow.

. When the touching function is activated, press
[ADVANCE/SET] to display month, day, day of week and
week number for only 3 seconds.
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Remarks: The number of week is followed with the ISO 8601
standard.

4. Day Saving Time (DST) function

a. Activate the touch keys (follow P. 2 Read First point 3).

b. Hold [ST/SP] for 2 seconds to enable or disable the DST function. "DST" icon will be displayed
next to the time display when it is enabled.

5. Dial display

There are 4 display forms for selection. In Time mode, press [SELECT/RESET] to select Standard,

Dial 1, Dial 2 or Dial 3 when the touch keys are activated.

The selected Dial will be displayed when returns to Time mode.

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Digital Time and Date Setting:

. Activate the touch keys (follow P. 2 Read First point 3).
. In real time mode standard dial, hold [ADVANCE/SET] until the digits flash to enter Time

Setting Mode.
Press [MODE] to switch to next item. The setting sequence is as follows:
Local City - 12 /24 hour format - Hour = Minute - Year - Month - Day — repeat

. Press [ST/SP] to increase the setting value, press and hold for fast advance.
. Press [ADVANCE/SET] to save and exit Time Setting Mode.

. Activate the touch keys (follow P. 2 Read First point 3).

Press [ST/SP] to select the speed of the scrolling display.

Three levels of speed are available: quick, moderate and slow.
When the touching function is activated, press [ADVANCE/SET]
to display month, day, name of city for 3 seconds.

Press [ADVANCE/SET] again to display month, day, day of week,
week number for another 3 seconds.




3. Day Saving Time (DST) function

a. Activate the touch keys (follow P. 2 Read First point 3).

b. Hold [ST/SP] for 2 seconds to enable or disable the DST function.
"DST" icon will appear next to the time display when it is enabled.

Remarks: The DST of Time mode and World time
mode are independent.

4. City of the World Time Zone

a. Activate the touch keys
(follow P. 2 Read First point 3).

b. Press [SELECT / RESET] to select
the city code from the 24 World Time
Zones for the world time.

CHRONOGRAPH MODE :

. Activate the touch keys (follow P. 2 Read First point 3).

Press [ST/SP] to start or stop chronograph function.

. Press [SELECT/RESET] to reset chronograph when timing
is stopped.

. The words "Chrono" is scrolling when the chronograph
running time is less than 1 minute. When the chronograph
time runs over 1 minute, hour and minute will be displayed
instead of scrolling words.
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. Chronograph function will be stopped automatically when the
maximum time is reached. Press [SELECT/RESET] to reset.
The radar second swings from left to right when chronograph
runs, it stops when chronograph stops.

. Chronograph counts up to 99 Hour 59 Minute and 59.99 Second.

BATTERY REPLACEMENT:

When the battery is about to expire, the low battery symbol "£=i" will @
appear and the radar second will swing once every 2 seconds in the

three middle segments.

It is time to replace a new battery. %
1. Replace a new CR2025 battery or equivalent battery.

2. Use metal tweezers to slightly contact "RESET" point.
3. Cover the back case and tighten the screws.

The battery should be replaced by trained personnel to avoid damage.

Notes:

The watch has a self-calibration mode to calibrate the sensitivity of Touch
function first 5 minutes after battery replacement. It is recommended to
cover the back case immediately and avoid pressing any key within the
calibration period.

Otherwise, it may affect touch key function.
